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LEGISLATION    by Lois Peterson Legislation Representative 
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PTA/Legislation Is-

sues Update: 

Education Issues: As most 
of you are aware, this has 
been a terribly difficult 
year for schools due to the 
state budget deficit and 
legislative gridlock that 
have prevented finding 
solutions to protect educa-
tion funding and make 
needed educational re-
forms.͖ O͖n the bright 
side, the PTA-supported 
bill SB 19 (Simitian) was 
passed. The legislation en-
ables California to clear 
one major hurdle for the 
"Race to the Top" federal 
education reform funds, 
allowing student data to 
be used as one input for 
evaluating teachers. The 
bill also makes changes 
needed to support contin-
ued development of the 
state's K-12 education data 
system, the California Lon-
gitudinal Pupil Achieve-
ment Data System 
(CALPADS).  Of course, 
there is much work still to 
do on children's issues, 
including the following 
issues currently being 
worked on by California 

State PTA: 

protecting of personal in-
formation on the 
Internet; 

restructuring California's 
school finance sys-
tem; 

improving ways of meas-
uring academic 
achievement; and 

improving funding for 
education and ser-
vices for children 
and families. 

The Governor vetoed 
many bills that the state 
PTA had supported in 
these areas.  We will con-
tinue our efforts on these 
critical issues into the next 
legislative session. 

 

If you are interested in see-
ing the full text of any of 
the bills currently in proc-
ess in California, especially 
those focusing on the cur-
rent budget crisis, you can 
access that information 
through the following 
website:

search for Educa-
tion+buget+K -12.  You will 

find several hundred bills 
in process relating to the 
education budget at any 
given time.  There is also 
further information re-
garding the California 
Budget at: 

www.nextten.org .   Finally, 
watch for important up-
dates starting with the 
new legislative session in 
January.  There will be 
many critical bills coming 
up for votes in this next 
session, and we will be 
asking for PTA members 
who are willing to support 
the California State PTA's 
position to submit letters 
or make phone calls to our 
representatives in the Sen-
ate and Assembly.  We will 
provide you with the de-
tails, form letters and 
phone numbers.  The up-
coming year will continue 
to be challenging for edu-
cation resources given the 
current state budget defi-
cits and we will be hoping 
for lots of support from 
local and Canyon View 
PTA members.  Here's to 
continuing to "fight the 
good fight" for great pub-
lic schools!
