Sacramento - California State PTA 
President Jo A.S. Loss issued the fol-
lowing statement in response to to-
day's release of the Governor's pro-
posed budget. 
 
In his presentation today, the Governor 
said his "budget proposal protects 
education." While this is encouraging, 
we expect actions that will match 
these words. There are early indica-
tions that the proposal contains adjust-
ments to budget calculations and for-
mulas that would result in reductions 
of more than $2 billion in funding for 
schools, as well as the possible elimi-
nation of health insurance for hun-
dreds of thousands of children. In the 
coming weeks and months, California 
State PTA will closely analyze the pro-
posal, and work diligently to hold the 
Governor to his commitment. 
 
It is imperative that there be no further 
cuts to programs and services that 
contribute to the health, education and 
well-being of our children. Already, in 
the past two years $17 billion has 
been cut from school budgets - cuts 
that go far beyond any possible notion 
of efficiency - and cuts that are dispro-
portionate to those made in other pro-
gram areas of the state budget. 
We all know this year's state budget 
will require tough choices. But it also 
gives legislators the opportunity to do 
something brave and rare: put the next 
generation above the next election by 
fully protecting funding for education 
and children.
